
Please register your device with Amazon. You will need an email account and an active 
library card.

1. Visit the Digital Download Site at http://altamonte.lib.overdrive.com

2. Browse and check out a Kindle book.

3. Click the 'Get for Kindle' button. This opens the Amazon.com website. You may 

be required to sign in with your Amazon.com account if you are not already 

logged in.

4. Choose your device from the Deliver to menu, and choose Get library book to 

send the book to your reading app or device. Sync your device or app to 

download the book, or choose to send it to your device via USB.

o An active Wi-Fi connection is required for wireless delivery to a Kindle 

device. Library books will not be delivered via the Kindle's 3G 

connection. The book will only download using Wi-Fi or side-loading 

from a computer. If using 3G, the book will be put in �³Archive�  ́until you 

connect to Wi-Fi or side-load from your computer. Note that Kindle 1st 

Generation, Kindle 2nd Generation, and Kindle DX only have 3G 

connection capabilities.

o If your Kindle is not Wi-Fi capable or you do not have an active Wi-Fi 

connection, read Amazon�¶s instructions for transferring files via USB (on 

the back of this page).

Kindle Fire is the only type of Kindle device on which you can complete the check 

out and download process entirely on the device, without the use of a PC/Mac. The 



OverDrive Media Console app for Android is required and must be downloaded 

from the OverDrive website. Once the OverDrive Media Console app is installed on 

the Kindle Fire, EPUB ebooks, MP3 audiobooks, and Kindle Books can be 

downloaded directly to the device. (EPUB ebooks and MP3 audiobooks will be 

opened with the OverDrive Media Console app and Kindle Books will be opened 

with the regular Kindle reading app.) If you have any other type of Kindle, you 

must check out a Kindle Book title via a PC/Mac before sending it to your Kindle.

Due to publisher restrictions, some titles may not be wirelessly delivered to your device 

and instead require USB transfer from your computer to your device. 

Connecting your Kindle device to your computer:

1. Plug the larger end of a USB cable into an available USB port or a powered USB 
hub connected to your computer. 

2. Connect the other end of the USB cable to the micro-USB port on the bottom of 
your Kindle device. 

When connected to your computer, your Kindle device will go into USB drive mode and 
its battery will be recharged by the computer. Your wireless service is temporarily shut 
off. 

Downloading Kindle Content to your Computer

1. Click on the "Actions..." dropdown beside the title and select "Download & 
transfer via USB." Or if the book is only available through USB transfer, it will be
worded �³Transfer via Computer.�´

2. Select the Kindle device you will transfer the file to (or directly to your computer)
and click the "Download" button.

3. You may be prompted to open or save the file; choose "Save" and select a 
location that is easy to find again, such as the desktop.

Transferring Kindle content

1. Once connected to a computer using a USB cable, your Kindle device will appear 
in the same location as external USB drives usually appear. For Windows users, 
this is typically in the "Computer" or "My Computer" menu. For Mac users, the 
drive will appear on the desktop. 

2. Open the Kindle drive. You will see several folders inside, one of which will be 
named "documents." This is the folder you will move the downloaded file into. 

3. Locate the downloaded file and copy it into the documents folder. You can 
generally copy files by clicking and dragging the file to the folder.

4. Safely eject your Kindle device from your computer and unplug the USB cable. 
Your content will appear on the Home screen. 

To return a book loan, visit the All Items section of the Manage Your Kindle page at 
Amazon (www.amazon.com/manageyourkindle) and follow these steps:

1. Click the "Actions" button next to the loaned title.
2. Select on "Return this book."
3. Select �³Yes�  ́in the pop-over window to confirm the return.

Once returned, remove the book from your Kindle device. Deleting a book from your 
device does not remove it from your account or return it to the library.
